Document 1: Female genital mutilation is a violation of human rights
FGM of any type is a violation of the human rights of girls and women, including: 

the right to non-discrimination on the grounds of sex; 

· the right to life when the procedure results in death; 

· the right to freedom from torture or cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment; 

· and the rights of the child. 

FGM is also a violation of a person’s right to the highest attainablestandard of health, as it damages healthy genital tissue and can lead to severe consequences for girls’ and women's physical and mental health. 

It is on the basis of these human rights violations that many countries have now passed legal sanctions against FGM.
